How to bulk create documents using the Excel to XML Tool
The Excel to InfoPath Tool provides the ability to convert row data from an Excel sheet (XLS file) to an InfoPath form (XML document). This document explains how the tool allows an administrator to bulk create a bunch of identical documents. 
For example, let’s assume you wish to create twelve documents that have customer A (and their info, like phone number, address, contact name) because you expect one order per month. Then the user would have to simply edit one document and add the info for January, then grab another and add the order info for February, etc. with the customer's details pre-populated thru Qdabra’s Excel to XML tool.
Before proceeding, see the Excel to InfoPath Tool User Guide to understand installation, setup and configuration for the tool. The following steps use the Expense Report sample included with InfoPath 2007, creating twelve documents, one per month, for a specific employee.
1. Open Microsoft InfoPath 2007, select Customize a Sample, choose the Expense Report sample and click on Design this form.
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2. Add a button that submits to the DBXL Document Service. If you need guidance to accomplish this, please see the Getting Started document that ships with DBXL.

3. Select File > Save As and save the form to a location on your computer. Close InfoPath.

4. Create a new Document Type Configuration in the DBXL Administration Tool (DAT), calling it ExpenseReport. Again, please see the Getting Started document if you need assistance with this.
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5. Click Open to open the form in InfoPath.
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6. Once the form loads, click File > Save As, saving it to C:\Program Files\Qdabra Software\Qdabra Excel to XML Tool and naming it sample.xml.

7. Open the XLS_to_XML.exe.config file in Notepad and locate the WrapperXMLFile line. The value for this key should be as shown below:

value="sample.xml" />

8. Open sample.xml in Notepad and locate the “my” namespace. Update the Excel to XML configuration file to show the correct URL, as seen below. Close sample.xml.

9. Build your spreadsheet. For this example we will use the following data:
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10. In the Excel to XML configuration file, modify the keys for ExcelFileName and ExcelSheetName, as follows. (using the spreadsheet and sheet names used in the screenshot above).

value="SampleSpreadsheet.xls" />

value="Sheet" />

11. Modify the Xpath key to point to the ReportDate field.
<add key="xPath"
value="/my:expenseReport/my:reportDate"/>

12. Change the LocalOutputOnly key to false.
<add key="LocalOutputOnly"
value="false" />

13. Change the dbxlWebserviceURL key to show the correct path to your DBXL instance.
<add key="dbxlWebserviceURL"
value="http://<servername>/QdabraWebService/dbxldocumentservice.asmx"/>

14. Change the docTypeName key to ExpenseReport.

<add key="docTypeName"
value="ExpenseReport"/>

15. Change the DBXLNameIndex key to Name.

<add key="DBXLNameIndex"
value="Name"/>

16. Change the DBXLAuthorIndex key to Email.

<add key="DBXLAuthorIndex"
value="Email"/>

17. Change the DBXLDescIndex and the KeyIndex keys to the ReportDate field.

<add key="DBXLDescIndex"
value="ReportDate "/>

<add key="KeyIndex"

value="ReportDate"/>
18. Update the MappingInfo section to map your Excel columns to the XML xpaths, as seen below:

<add key="Email"
value="/my:expenseReport/my:employee/my:emailAddress" />

<add key="Department"
value="/my:expenseReport/my:employee/my:department" />

<add key="Manager"
value="/my:expenseReport/my:manager/my:managerName" />

<add key="ManagerEmail"
value="/my:expenseReport/my:manager/my:managerEmailAddress" />

<add key="ReportDate"
value="/my:expenseReport/my:reportDate" />

19. Update the Parameters Info sections, as shown below:

<FileNameParamsInfo>

<add key="ReportDate"
value="ReportDate" />

</FileNameParamsInfo>

<KeyParamsInfo>

<add key="ReportDate"
value="ReportDate" />

</KeyParamsInfo>

20. Save the configuration file.
21. Open a command prompt window and navigate to the working folder, C:\Program Files\Qdabra Software\Qdabra Excel to XML Tool.
22. Execute XLS_to_XML.exe.

Voila! You’ll see that your Document Type Configuration in DBXL now contains twelve blank documents, created via the Excel to XML Tool. You can confirm this via the Documents tab of DAT:
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
